* There are currently no universal minimum fuel assurance requirements in PJM business
rules. PJM currently assigns a higher weight to proposals for fuel assured black start
resources in the black start procurement process.

FRBSR Purpose

« Develop fuel assurance business rules to mitigate the impact of non-fuel assured BS
resources being unavailable during a restoration event due to fuel unavailability.

Timeline

« Work started in Jan 2019, continued through early 2020, with a planned vote on packages
in March 2020; Hiatus began March 2020
