Planning Committee
PJM Interconnection
May 7, 2015

1. Administrative Items

A. Mr. Herling called the meeting to order and asked if the Planning Committee had any additional

items for the agenda. There were no suggestions for additional agenda items. Members did
request that the PAR Charter endorsement be sought at a later time since the material was not
made available 3 days in advance of the Planning Committee May 7t meeting.

Mr. Herling asked Ms. Thomas to review the meeting minutes of the April 9, 2015 Planning
Committee meeting. Mr. Pratzon then made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. Trayers
seconded the motion. In a voice vote, the Planning Committee approved the April 9, 2015
Planning Committee minutes

Mr. Koza discussed Order 1000 Lessons Learned upcoming meeting material. The next
meeting on May 14th will cover topics such as proposal template, redaction guidelines, TO
standards, voltage threshold, and process documentation.

Mr. Sims discussed the 2015 RTEP Proposal Window. The first proposal is anticipated to
include the Baseline, Generation Deliverability, Common Mode Outage, Load Deliverability,
and N-1-1 thermal analyses. The first proposal window has a target open date of early June
and PJM will update the TEAC as the date approaches.

2. PAR Charter

Mr. Berner discussed next steps for the Phase Angle Regulator Task Force (PARTF). The next
meeting will be held on Thursday, May 14%.Mr. Berner will seek endorsement of PAR Transmission
Injection and Withdrawal Rights Charter at the June 11t Planning Committee.

3. MOD-032 Procedure Document

Mr. Thompson provided a first read of MOD-032 Procedure Document. The MOD-032 Procedure
Document details system topology information that the TOs, GOs, and LSEs will be required to
submit to PJM by July 1, 2016 to be compliant with MOD-032 Requirement 2.

6. AA2-Queue Submittal Review

Mr. Egan provided a first read of the problem statement and issue charge for incentivizing earlier
queue submittals. Mr. Egan discussed the timeline of submittals for the AA2 queue. Mr. Egan
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explained the negative impacts of receiving new generation interconnection requests right before
the deadline.

4. NERC/RRO Update

Mr. Kuras provided the Planning Committee with an update on recent NERC activities and PJM
compliance activities. The comments are due for standards EOP-004-2, EOP-005-2, EOP-006-2
and EOP-008-1 regarding Project 2015-02 Periodic Review of Emergency Operations by 5/11. The
Ballot and comments are due for standard PRC-027-1 regarding Project 2007-06 System
Protection Coordination by 5/15. The ballot and comments for standard MOD-031-1 regarding
Project 2010-031 FERC Order No. 804 Directives MOD-031 - SAR are due by 5/15. NERC
Standards subject to future enforcement can be found under the May 7th Planning Committee
Material.

5. Light Load Criteria Update

Mr. Sims discussed the historical light load outputs for generation dispatch and load. Mr. Sims
provided assumption recommendations for load levels and the dispatch of coal, gas, and wind units
to reflect historical trends. Sensitivity studies of new assumptions will be performed to determine
the power flow impacts and the results will be shared with the PC.

7. EMUSTF Update

Mr. Keech reviewed the MRC assignment to develop rules to incorporate uplift as an input to the
RTEP. In addition, he provided an overview of the historic drivers for energy market uplift. Mr.
Keech discussed that the MRC wants the Planning Committee to determine if there is a better way
to allocate uplift cost, minimize uplift impacts, and reliably plan for it. Members suggested using the
reactive support of generators to help uplift impacts.

8. Dynamic Load Modeling

Mr. Sims reviewed new Dynamic Load modeling criteria. TOs will be required to submit Dynamic
Load models effective January 1, 2016 to be compliant with TPL-001-4 R2.4.1. Mr. Sims discussed
the PSSE/E model types that are acceptable. Members asked PJM to determine model types that
PSLF users could submit.

9. Regional Planning Process Senior Task Force (RPPTF) Update

Mr. Barrett provided an update regarding RPPTF activities. Mr. Barret discussed Generation
Interconnection as a driver to the Multi — Driver Approach (MDA) projects. Mr. Barret reviewed
examples of how Generation Interconnection projects could change the scope of existing baseline
projects leading to MDA. Mr. Barret is requesting feedback from stakeholders regarding creating
guidelines for MDA projects.
